Based on this background investigation, | will be recommending that the city of Menasha
Common Council deny your request for an alcohol operator's license in the cily of
Menasha, because under Guideline 3 you are considered a Habitual Law Offender.

Engaging in bartending involves the purchase and sale of a closely reguiated
substance/alcohol. individuals granted an operator's license must act in cooperation with
Law Enforcement to enforce the aicohol beverage laws, drunk driving faws and assist
with minimizing disturbances of the peace in maintaining the safety of the community.
The incidents that you have been convicted of substantially relate to the license for
which you have appilied and arose out of separate incidents which occurred within a
short period of fime within the last five years.

The city of Menasha Police Department is recommending to the city of Menasha
Common Council that they deny your application for an alcohol operator's license with
the city of Menasha. The recommendation will be given to the Common Council at its
next meeting on Monday, December 1, 2014 at 8:00 p.m. or shortly thereafter. Should
you wish to provide comment to the Common Council on your application you may do so
during the public participation portion of the meeting.
