1 pack English muffins - split 

1 dozen eggs 

8 oz. sour cream 

1 package Jimmy Deans bulk sausage 

Grated cheddar cheese 

 

Put muffins into a 9 x 13 ungreased pan.  Mix together the eggs and sour 
cream.  Fry sausage and crumble into the egg mixture.  Pour over muffins 
and top with cheddar cheese.  Refrigerate overnight.  Bake at 350 
degrees with cover on for 40 minutes, remove cover and continue baking 
for another 10 minutes until center is set and knife inserted comes out 
clean.

before getting underway. Sniff for fumes before starting the 
engine and if you smell fumes, do not start the engine.  

• Check the boat landing for any local regulations that apply. 
If boating on the Great Lakes or Mississippi River, review the 
federal regulations for additional requirements.  

• Make certain your registration is up to date and on board
