RE:  Request to Remove Parking along the West Side of DePere Street North and
South of Fifth Street

The Police Department recently responded to a minor accident at the comner of Fifth
Street and DePere Street. The investigation indicated a contributing factor in the
crash was the limited sight distance due to vehicles parked on the west side of
DePere Street. Parking is only allowed on the west side of the street in this vicinity
and there is high demand for on street parking for St. John Church activities,
including five scheduled weekly masses.

Officer Groeschel suggests the elimination of one parking stall on DePere Street both
north and south of the existing crosswalks at the intersection. In reviewing the
accident history at this intersection, there is not a high volume of crashes, but of the
accidents that have occurred, a high percentage of them are right angle accidents
which could imply a sight distance issue. Three of those involved left turns from
eastbound vehicles on Fifth Street crashing with DePere Street vehicles, with two of
those occurring since 2012 (not including the recently reported accident).

With the regular occurrence of parked vehicles along the west side of DePere Street
in this location, and the three fairly recent right angle crashes that may have been
caused by the lack of vision due to parked vehicles, there is basis to consider
elimination of some parking at the intersection. My recommendation is to conduct a
90 day trial period for the prohibition of parking along the west side of DePere Street
25 feet north and south of Fifth Street.

Nearby property owners were notified of tonight's meeting.

Saturday night mass and 9:00AM Sunday morning mass. This person mentioned a close call of a pedestrian getting
struck by vehicle on Easter Vigil mass. Today’s incident had driver heading east on Fifth $t. and moving out from stop
sign little by little with difficulty seeing around parked vehicles. Driver was able to stop, but southbound vehicle was
unabile to stop before low speed crash occurred.,

This parishioner and persons involved in crash express the possibility of backing up the parking along west side of
DePere St. in 500blk a full car length to assist in being able to see vehicles coming from the north heading south on
DePere St. The parishioner asked if possible to have persons from the church place caution signs in middle of roadway
to alert drivers of pedestrians in area {maybe similar to new one on Racine and Broad about crosswalk and pedestrian
law). | directed her to alderpersons or engineering department of DPW to see if things could be implemented.

In looking at the intersection, it may be beneficial for elimination of approx. 15 ft more away from crosswalks on hoth
north and south side of Fifth St. on west side of road. This would move the view area wider for possible clearer view,
Maybe a sign stating “no parking from here to corner” in both areas. This would eliminate 2 parking spaces in area. Of
course, an ordinance change would have to occur. | do not know if D.Q.T. needs to be involved as it is a state highway,
but I would leave this issue in engineering dept. hands.

The City of Menasha publically opened bids on Tuesday September 30, 2014, for the Senior
Center Renovation Project. Four bids were received as shown in the attached bid tabulation.

The project consists of the renovation of the existing Senior Center Building, including change
and alteration to both entries including a new drive up overhang, a room addition, a new welcome
desk, health clinic accommodations, and improved storage throughout the facility. The budgeted
amount for this project is split up between CDBG grant monies, City match money and fund
raising conducted by Jean Wollerman; our YMCA contracted Senior Center Director. The
budgeted amount for this work was $350,000.

The prepared bid proposal included a base bid to complete the renovation as specified and an
alternate to complete the work as specified minus custom cabinet work. Based on the low bid we
are able to recommend awarding the base bid which is well under budgeted amount.

After reviewing the bids and finding them to be competitive, accurate and compliant, we
recommend that the Senior Center Renovation Project be awarded to Commonwealth
Construction of Fond du Lac, W1 in the amount of $319,100.

The City of Menasha has entered into several partnerships to provide enhanced services to the residents
of our community. Public/Private Partnerships have worked well to operate the Menasha Marina as
well as the Menasha Senior Center. Each of these partnerships began with a detailed description of the
responsibilities of each party as well as a description of the programming or services to be provided. |
forwarded a copy of the Senior Center agreement to Mr. Krueger on June 20™ as a model if he so chose
to provide a proposal.

Being that the City is working to finalize the 2015 budget | have not had an opportunity to meet with Mr.
Krueger regarding his proposal to operate the Tayco Street Bridge Museum. At this point | would
recommend that the City not accept the proposal for the following reasons:

1. The proposal does not identify an organization (either for profit or not for profit) with which an
agreement could be made with.

2. The proposal does not list the roles and responsibilities of each party.

3. The proposal anticipates privately owned property to be displayed in the museum without
provisions for liability if said items are damaged, lost, or stolen.

4. The proposal should provide a detailed description of the programming, exhibits, and hours of
operation.

5. The proposal suggests that some of the current displays may be removed without stating what
would happen to those assets currently owned by the City.

6. The proposal suggests that a business may be run out of the facility.

In short, the proposal that was received was inadequate to make a decision. The City requires
additional information to consider operation of any city owned facility.
