SEX OFFENDER INFORMATION BULLETIN

January 08, 2010

The Menasha Police Department is releasing the following information pursuant to
Wisconsin State Statute 301.46(2m) which authorizes law enforcement agencies to
inform the public of a sex offender’s release when, in the discretion of the agency, the
release of information will enhance public safety, awareness and protection. The
individual who appears on this notification has been convicted of a sex offense. Further,
his criminal history places him in a classification level which reflects the potential
to re-offend.

This sex offender has served the sentence imposed on him by the courts. He is NOT
wanted by the police at this time. This notification is not intended to increase fear,
rather, it is our belief that an informed public is a safer public.

Sex offenders have always lived in our communities; but it was not until the Sex Offender
Registration and Community Notification Law was enacted that law enforcement was able to
share this information with the community. Citizen abuse of this information to threaten,
intimidate or harass registered sex offenders will NOT be tolerated.

Mr. Chouinard was convicted of first degree sexual assault on June 21, 1993 in
Winnebago Co. He has one other sexual assault conviction from the state of
Michigan. His victims were male and female children ages 4 yrs to 11 yrs old. The
victims were children of a friend of Mr. Chouinard and his girlfriend's children. He
often babysat for his victims. The assaults consist of Mr. Chouinard fondling the
children, rubbing his penis against the girls vaginal area, forcing the children to
perform oral sex on him and forcing the boys to place their penises between one
girl's legs.

Mr. Chouinard will be residing at 219 Mathewson St. Menasha, WI 54952. He is on parole
supervision with the Department of Corrections. He is required to follow rules as
established by the Department of Corrections including life time GPS monitoring, cannot
leave residence without the direct supervision of a corrections employee, no contact with
children, remainder of rules will be discussed at meeting . Mr. Chouinard is also
registered with the Sex Offender Registration program and is required to register for life.
